
Glenn’s Guidelines for Creative Research Projects for the MA, MPhil, or PhD in English 
 
These guidelines are to assist students in understanding my requirements as to the 
methodology and structure of research-creation projects under my supervision. They do not 
necessarily reflect the requirements or expectations of other faculty members in our 
department. 
 
Students who may wish to pursue a Creative Research approach that meets the guidelines 
below, and believe I may have the disciplinary expertise to support the project, are encouraged 
to get in touch with me to discuss the possibility further. 
 
1. Creative Research must satisfy the same standards for research practice, research 
contribution, and critical analysis that we require from traditional methods as appropriate to 
each of our graduate English degrees. 
 
Creative Research here names the integration of creative arts practices traditionally distinct 
from the study of English literature (such as creative writing in various media or other areas of 
the fine arts) with literary research practices appropriate to the advanced-level scholarship 
expectations of our MA, MPhil, or PhD degrees. While creative writing is the obvious, adjacent 
practice, in principle any creative practice might be valid in this methodology.
