Smith,	a	year	ahead	of	me.	She’s	now	at	the	Vancouver	Art	Gallery	(VAG)	and	we’ve	remained	fond	of	
one	another	and	in	occasional	communication	over	the	last	30	years,	as	she	became	the	head	of	
conservation	at	the	VAG	and	I	eventually	became	head	of	conservation	at	the	NGC.		Our	interests	have	
coincided	in	different	subject	areas	over	the	years.
