COURSE OVERVIEW 
Is continuous growth possible? Is it even desirable? This course explores the drivers and effects of urban 
growth and decline. The growth-focus of Western society has led to the widespread assumption of growth and 
territorial stigma of slow growth and decline. In this course, we will examine how social, economic, 
environmental, cultural, and political processes at the local, national, and global level shape and reinforce 
distinct geographies of growth and decline.
