Christchurch, which | will refer ta laKiwi' as CHCH, was struck by a large earthquake Sept 4
2010. This had been the first major earthquake the Canterbury region had experienced in many years,
to the point that most people were unaware the area even sat atop a fault line. Feb 22, 2011 another
earthquake with a magnitude of 6.3, struck this tinkéling 185 people and leaving the majority of
the city's CBD/residential areas destroyed.
