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Executive Summary

WHO AND WHAT INFORM THIS 
STUDY?
Four sources of information informed the design 
concepts presented in this study. First, the team 
visited the site, analysed policy documents, 
identiþed stakeholder relationships, compiled site 
history and looked at market trends across the 
region.  Second, stakeholders were interviewed 
and provided valuable local knowledge. Third, 
the project team organized a design charrette 
that was attended by various experts in the þelds 
of transportation, urban design and planning. 
Finally, an extensive study of 81 cases was 
undertaken to identify the most appropriate 
best practices from all over the world. 

The City of Ottawa is converting the existing 
Transitway Bus Rapid Transit (BRT) system from 
Tunney’s Pasture to Blair Station to Light Rail 
Transit (LRT). This is expected to stimulate land use 
intensiþcation and transit-oriented development 
(TOD) around future LRT stations. This study 
outlines a proposed plan for intensiþcation of 
the Blair Station Area (BSA) in order to assure 
it develops into an integrated, complete 
community that meets the City’s TOD density 
target of 400 people and jobs per gross hectare.
