Working Around Roadways in Ontario

As we head into summer and the feld research season begins, this is a reminder that if you
are working in proximity to Ontario roadways you may need to have a tra¥c safety plan in
place to comply with the requirements of the OHSA and the Ministry of Transport s Ontario
Tra®c Manual — Book 7. Detailed informaton can be found in SOP-Safety-22 — Tra®c Safety
Plans. If you are working around roadways outside of Ontario, there is the possibility that
similar safety requirements exist. You should consult with the applicable government agency
in the jurisdicton you are working in to learn more about what requirements might be in
place.

Spring has sprung, signaling tcks to wake up from their winter slumber and workers to
take precautons against tck-borne diseases. With many faculty, staf and students out-
side for research and work, the risk increases at this tme of year.
